How
do these verses deepen the way you value God’s work in the womb?

e  Why is abortion wrong? What is our message to those who have been involved in abortion?
e  Why is the personhood of the preborn the central argument in the abortion debate?

e  Why did Jesus come to rescue humans from sin, but not fallen angels?

APPLICATION

e How does our culture, our churches, and our families often demonstrate an attitude toward children that is not biblical?

e  What can you do to communicate to children that you think they are blessing? Is there anything you should stop doing?

e How does abortion for the sake of convenience speak to our culture’s prideful idolatry of self while also seeking to eliminate
natural consequences of our actions?

the past?

e If we speak against abortion but do nothing to help those who are in crisis, what are we saying about the value of that life?

e Do you have hope that abortion will end?

e Have you had any experience ministering in a crises pregnancy center? Share?
