e Whatis the result if Jesus is not raised from the dead?

e  Why must Jesus be raised in order for our sins to be forgiven (1 Cor 15:17)?

e Discuss what is meant by Jesus being the “first fruits” of those who have fallen asleep (1 Cor 15:20)?

APPLICATION

e How would you answer the person who said, “If Christianity works for you, that’s fine; but it isn’t for me”?

e Why is it important to base your faith on truth rather than on “what Jesus can do for you”?

e How can Jesus’ resurrection help us overcome the accusations of our sinfulness?

e How can Jesus’ resurrection keep you immovable (1 Cor 15:58)? Does it?

e How do our priorities and values shift when we recognize we shall live forever? What needs to change in your life for
you not to waste the time that God has given you on this earth?
